I would like to address some
concerns of providing funding support

through this partnership program. There

has been fund-raising and financial

assistance provided by the U. S. clubs

to help the service initiatives of our
African Partners. We have learned a
few lessons and want to use this
newsletter to provide some suggested
guidelines for future aid requests and
responses. The following are
suggested guidelines for future
transactions:

Requesting Club

1. The requesting club should have
"club approval" for the project or
services being requested.

2. The request should include a

description of the project or need, how
much U.S. funds being requested, and

who will benefit or how will the project
benefit the club and/or community.

3. The club should establish a bank
account in which to deposit the funds

upon receipt and to track expenditures.

Two signatures should be required to
accept funds. Once the funds are
deposited, the receiving club should
email their partner a copy of the bank

statement to acknowledge receipt of the

funds.

4. The club should report on the

send funds to Africa. Postal
Money Orders are difficult to cash.

2, If the funding request is not
approved, for training purposes,
the requesting club should be
advised of the reason why and
what additional information or other
type of project the club might
consider funding.

| understand that these
agreements are totally between
participating clubs. Our intent here
is to provide a system for
accountability and credibility. It is
also a learning tool for new clubs to
learn how to request funding
support from other sources. It is
our hope to keep all matters
professionally administered in the
interest of fellowship and goodwill.

Generating Network. This is a
project where our Kiwanis clubs help
fund surgeries for broken bones for
people who cannot afford quality
fracture care. Over 150 surgery
centers in existing hospitals have
been set-up all over the world. The
Kiwanis/SIGN partnership has
recently opened several hospitals in
Africa.

In Kenya, SIGN centers have
opened or will be opening in the
following hospitals: Kijabe Hospital,
Rift Valley Hospital, Eastern
Providence Hospital, Eldoret-MOI
Hospital and Nyanza Provential
Hospital. One center is also
opening in Rwanda. If a club would
like more information on how they
could be a liaison, please let me
know. Financial assistance is not
needed, but a commitment to
support and coordinate with the
hospital is what we need.
