While the Everyday Hero program is a district project, each club sets their own criteria for
selecting Everyday Hero recipients. While the award may certainly be given to a Kiwanian, it is
recommended that the majority of recipients be from outside the club. The recognition is an
outstanding way to show the community what we value as Kiwanians. Some recipients may even
choose to join us!

It is recommended that the certificate be framed or put in an attractive folder for presentation.
A very attractive Everyday Hero Medal is also available and is recommended as part of the
presentation.
